From Fr. Totton’s Desk

-- Don’t take a “vacation” from your Faith, but use time away to grow in Faith!

Summer has crept up on us with little warning! And with summer often come plans for the annual family va-
cation. Whether your vacation plans take you on an epic cross-country road trip, or on a short trek to “the
lake” | hope that you and your family will find it a time of true renewal and relaxation. | am also hopeful that,
wherever you go, you will remember to include time for Sunday Mass in your vacation plans. With a little bit
of planning, it is no problem to attend Mass while traveling. In fact, | recommend using the website mass-
times.org to find a church near your vacation destination. To be on the safe side, once you find a church to
attend and decide upon a particular Mass time, be sure to call the local parish just to double-check that the
Mass time listed on the website is accurate!

If your vacation plans take you to some remote place where it is truly impossible to attend Mass - say, Ant-
arctica or the Gobi Desert, for example! - you should contact your parish priest in advance of the trip to see if
he would grant you a dispensation from the Sunday Mass obligation during that time. One is not automati-
cally excused from Sunday Mass for vacation.

Another way to incorporate our Faith into our summer vacation plans is to plan a brief visit (even a stopover
of just an hour or two!) to a shrine, a cathedral, basilica or some other Catholic place of special interest near
our vacation destination, or along the route. A few such places might include: the beautiful “New” Cathedral
Basilica of St. Louis in St. Louis, MO; Our Lady of the Snows Shrine in Belleville, IL; the National Basilica of
the Immaculate Conception in Washington, DC; the Mother Cabrini Shrine in Golden, CO; and the Grotto of
the Redemption in West Bend, IA. There is a longer list (by no means complete or exhaustive) of such
