Greeters:      Richard LaFollette 

Lectors:        Jared Roth   

Counters:     Paul & Jackie Pottier 

              

  

Saint Peter and Saint Paul Day is observed every 

year on June 29. The event is the liturgical feast 

day that honors two martyrs of the Christian 

faith, St. Peter and St. Paul. Although the church 

acknowledges they may not have been executed 

at the same time, both met death at the com-

mand of the Roman emperor — Nero. The date 

chosen is the traditional anniversary of their 

death and martyrdom. The event is a significant 

religious occasion in Rome, and the catholic 

church in England commemorates it with a festi-

val.
